Legal Requirements

What documentation will I need to submit to you prior to our wedding day?

Documents required for marriage in Australia

NOIM you can download the NOIM from www.ag.gov.au/celebrants
Or available from any court house in Australia, any Australian Embassy overseas, or through myself or other marriage celebrant.

The NOIM needs to be submitted to me as soon as possible or no later than One month and One day prior to your wedding.  

If the original paperwork is not sighted by me (for legal reasons) I am unable to officiate your marriage.

The NOIM needs to be signed by both parties intending to marry, and be witnessed by either

Original Birth Certificates needs to be sighted but is not kept. It’s advisable to photocopy the certificates and send with the NOIM

Stat Dec if born overseas or international passport

Original Decree Absolute ( If you have been married before and divorced)

Death Certificate of previous spouse if you have been widowed

Proof of name change (If you have legally changed your name)
